D*mon[d]: The surname has taken many forms over the years. It should be understood that spelling of the day in
the 1600s and 1700s Hudson River Valley was phonetic with Dutch [West Germanic], German, and English each
influencing and contributing, often at the whahthe recording scribe. Some spellings recorded include: Dymen;
Dimon; Dymond; Diamond; Dimond; Diamen. There were over twenty variants. Spelling in most family branches in
the US and stabilized into the variant in current use by 1830. In Ontario thiegspak been Diamond since at least

the Loyalist migration of 1783. The Pennsylvania branches settled into the Dymond spelling.
